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Can Be Used for. . .

· Differentiating the next day’s instruction

· Choosing what should be on the warm-up the next day

· Deciding on groups or pairs for the next day.

· Choosing peer tutors for a topic.

· Think carefully how you want to incorporate this into your grading system.  

· Participation grade?

· best 4 out of 5 for a weekly grade?

· As an assessment to help the teacher know what the students know, but not recorded in the gradebook?
